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COMPETITION RULES 

 
1. The 4th International Competition of Young Organists in Tribute to Silesian Church 

Musicians is organized by the Diocesan Institute of Church Music in Opole (ul. 

Grunwaldzka 7) and the Department of Church Music and Music Education in the Faculty 

of Theology in the University of Opole.  

 

2. The rules of the competition are available on the website: www.dimk.diecezja.opole.pl 

 

3. The competition will be held on 25 May 2018 at the Diocesan Institute of Church Music 

in Opole. 

 

4. The competition is open to students of diocesan and conventual organist schools 

(including all modes of their organization) and students of music schools in the profile 

“Church music” (with the exception of the field of study "Organ" in secondary schools of 

music). 

The winners of the 1st prizes of former editions are excluded from participation in the 

same category. 

 

5. The competition will be held in two categories: 

 category A – organ literature; 

 category B – musical-liturgical accompaniment with elements of improvisation. 

 

6. The aim of the competition is to promote high-quality performance of organ literature 

and musical-liturgical accompaniment, to export organ repertoire of Silesian composers, 

to exchange experience of music pedagogy and organ music performance, to enable the 

participants of the competition to know the variety of instruments, and to learn how to 

deal with difficulties connected with this diversity. 

 

7. The participants will be evaluated by a jury appointed by the organizers. The decisions 

of the jury are final and irrevocable. The members of the jury will be announced prior to 

the competition. 

Also, the organizers will appoint a special jury, which will consist of the fifth year students 

of the Diocesan Institute of Church Music in Opole and the students of participating 

schools. The details concerning the jury candidates will be sent at the beginning of May 

2018. 

 

8. To apply for the competition, a candidate shall fill in and sign an application form 

available on the following website: www.dimk.diecezja.opole.pl. By the application, the 

candidate gives consent to the rules of the competition. The application form shall be sent 

by e-mail to the address: dimk@diecezja.opole.pl until 30 April 2018.

9. The number of participants is limited. The order of entries will determine the 

qualification for the competition. 

 

10.  The condition of participation is the entry fee payment of 100 PLN upon 

a confirmation of qualification until 18 May 2017 into the following bank account:

In case of the candidate’s  resignation, the entry fee will not be returned. 

11. The organizers shall not reimburse the participants’ travel and accommodation 

costs. Accommodation offers will be sent along with the confirmation of qualification. 

12. Any dispute shall be settled by the headmaster of the Diocesan Institute of Church
